pinch of salt

55g (2oz) butter


55g (2oz) currants or sultanas

25g (1oz) caster sugar


milk to mix

Sift flour and salt into a mixing bowl, rub in the butter. Stir in the fruit, 

sugar and then gradually the milk to give a soft dough.

Turn the dough out onto a floured surface, knead very lightly. Roll out 

and use a 6/7cm (2½ ins) cutter.                                                             Transfer to a greased baking tray and brush with a little milk.               Bake in 230c, 425f or gas mark 7 oven for approx. 10mins. Cool on a wire rack. Submit your 3 best scones.

Victoria Sandwich Recipe

175g (6oz) butter

            3 large eggs, beaten
175g (6oz) self raising flour

175g (6oz) caster sugar            

Cream the butter and sugar until light and creamy, add eggs a little at a
time and beat well, gently fold in sifted flour.  
Place the mixture into two 20cm diam greased sponge tins.
Bake in preheated oven 160-180c/325-350f/gas mark 4 for 25 to 30mins. Allow to cool, fill with jam or butter cream.
